EUSA Referenda Results – What happens now?
The questions which were approved in the Referenda are below, with an outline of what these mean for your Students’ Association, and what will happen next.
	
	EUSA should work with the Vet School Council (VSC) and staff to campaign for the University of Edinburgh to provide a free shuttle bus to the Easter Bush Vet School, because all students have a right to fair and free access to their campus.
EUSA is running a campaign in favour of a Free Easter Bush. This result shows the overwhelming student support for this, and will help press the University to provide this.
 

	2
	In the interests of strengthening our twinning, should EUSA organise an annual visit from a delegation of students from Birzeit University?


EUSA will seek to organise a delegation from Birzeit each year. This will be organised under the auspices of the External Council.

	3
	Should candidates in EUSA elections be banned from running in a group, under a common name with collective publicity designs and sharing funding?

This will be written into the Election regulations to proscribe slates from running in EUSA elections. 
 

	4
	Should EUSA ban all SABMiller products sold from Union outlets within the university due to the unethical tax practices of this brewer, until the company incorporates tax justice principles into its corporate responsibility policy?


As this question has financial implications for the organisation, it will be for the Trustees to decide how to proceed with this question.

	5
	Should EUSA be reorganised so as to give the greatest number of students direct democratic control and meaningful participation, through a system of nested councils?


EUSA is currently introducing its’ new constitution, approved by the student body last Semester. As part of this, EUSA will seek to provide more help and support to School representatives who wish to set up School Councils, appropriate to their School.

	6
	Should EUSA pay all of its staff a Living Wage of £7.20 an hour?


As this question has financial implications for the organisation, it will be for the Trustees to decide how to proceed with this question. 

	7
	Should EUSA retain both of the current two Undergraduate School Representative positions for each School?


The Trustees will be asked to make the relevant changes to the Democracy Regulations to increase the number of UG School Reps from 1 to 2 per School.

	8
	Should EUSA stand against ACTA (Anti-Counterfeiting Trade Agreement)?


EUSA will release a statement outlining opposition to ACTA, and speak to the proposer of this question to identify any other ways that EUSA can oppose ACTA.

	9
	Should EUSA support the Edinburgh Rector, Peter McColl, in his strategy for improving accommodation?

EUSA is fully supportive of the Rectors’ Strategy and will campaign to see it implemented, including through EUSA’s Fair Housing Campaign.
 

	10
	Should the elections for Undergraduate School Representatives be held in the main election during the second semester?


This will be acted upon so that UG School Reps are elected in the March elections.

	11
	Should the university make students aware of any additional costs they are going to face on their course (textbooks, travel, lab equipment, etc.) and should they minimise these additional costs?


EUSA will seek to persuade the University to act on this result and publish full course costs.
